No. G-28/2/95/C/1V .--In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (2) of Article 283 of the
constitution of India, the Governor of Madhya Pradesh hereby makes the following further amendment in the
Madhya Pradesh Treasury Code Volume I namely :--

AMENDMENT

In the said code, in part II, for sub rule (1) of the subsidiary rule 387, the following sub rule shall be

substituted, namely :--

“387 (1) Unless the Government by general or special orders direct otherwise, a pension remaining
undrawn for more than 6 years shall cease to be payahle by the disbursing officer. If the pensioner appears
afterwards ora claim is presented on behalf of the pensioner, the disbursing officer may make the payment but
the arrears can be paid only on the authority of the Collector of the district in which the pension payment oftice

is located.”’

2. In the said code, in part II, in clause (b) and (¢) of sub rule (1) of subsidiary rule 388, the following
clauses shall be substituted, namely :--

*“ (b) A pensioner may make nomination of one or more than one of the members of his family for
payment of the life time arrears of pension to such nominee(s) in the following from, which will be submitted
by the pensioner in person to the pension disbursing officer, who will make a note of it on both halves of the PPO
under his signature and, after the death of pensioner. disburse-the life-time arrears of pension to such nominee

after proper identification without production of legal authority.

No. B-25/10/95/PWC/IV .--In exercise of the powefs conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the
Constitution of India. the Governor of Madhya Pradesh hereby make the following further amendment in the
Madhya Pradesh Civil Service (Pension) Rules, 1976 namely :--

AMENDMENT

In the said rules, in rule 30, the following explanations shall be added, namely :--

* Explanation

(1) For those Government servants who are drawing pay in the revised scale under the Madhya
Pradesh Revision of pay rules, 1990 or pay scales of U.G. C. and All India Council of Technical
Education or All India Service scale, the expression 'emoluments' means basic pay as defined in
rule 9 (21) (a) (i) of the Fundamental Rules, which a deernment servant was receiving
immediately before his retirement and will also include dearness pay and personal pay; if any, as

determined by the order of the State Government from time to time.

(2) Bilingual Allowance of stenographers shall be treated as emoluments for calculation of retirement

benefits.”’

2. - This amendment shall come into force with effect from st January, 1986.
