(b) That the police and the magistracy have a special
obligation to enforce the provisions of the tou~
chability (Offences) 4act, 1955 anj it is the duty
of all Government servants to help them in- the
enforcement of the «ct and in creating the necessary
climate to remove untouchahility from the mind of
the orthodox section of the community.

is aholished and forhids its practice in any forme The
practice of mntouchability has also been made an offemce
by the Untouchability (offcoces) act, 1955.

servant is found guilty of the practice of nntoucknahility
in any form, he will be liahle to prosecution and such
condnct on his part will constitute sufficient gromnd for
imposing suitable penalty prescribed under the relev:zint
Classification, Control and abdpeal Rules. The State GPVE:
further expects its employees not only to ohserve stricet+Y
the law in force hut also to set an evambPle to others in
the matter of complete elimimtion of the practice of
nntouchabhility in any form. ~
